1. PRODUCT NAME

GARDTEX II is one-part, moisture cured, self-leveling or gun grade, non-staining, polyurethane sealant which cures at ambient temperature to a firm, flexible tear-resistant rubber. It is highly resilient and has excellent recovery characteristics after extended periods of compression or elongation.

3. PRODUCT DESCRIPTION

Composition: Polyurethane based joint sealant.

Basic Uses: For sealing and caulking all joints that are subject to contraction and expansion. Bonds to concrete, wood, glass and metal.

Limitation: Containers that have been opened must be used within one or two days since it is moisture reactive material it sets up when exposed to air. All surfaces must be completely free of foreign matter. No primer is needed when the substrate is non-porous and clean. However if the substrate is porous, like mortar or concrete, then Sealant Primer 1 is recommended. 

Color: Grey and white are the standard colors. For big quantities other colors can be produced upon request.

5. INSTALLATION

Joint Design: Suitable for all properly designed joints following accepted engineering practices. Joint width must be a minimum of 4 times the anticipated movement.

Surface Preparation: All joints must be absolutely clean. All curing compounds, old caulks, grease, waterproofing compounds, etc., must be removed. For non-porous surfaces such as glass, metal, etc., cleaning with MEK or Toluene is recommended. For porous substrates, Sealant Primer 1 is recommended to be used prior to the application of the sealant. In such a case, the primer must be left to dry and the sealant is applied before any dirt is picked up again. Polyethylene rod or polyurethane foam is recommended as a joint-filler and back-up material. In case there is bituminous impregnated filler, this must be separated from the sealant by Vinyl Tape or polyethylene film.

Application: 

Gardtex II-A is pouring grade and it is supplied in sausages. Either apply directly from sausage or by using a barrel gun (hand-operator application gun).

Gardtex II-B is gun-grade and it is supplied in sausages. Either apply by the use of a putty knife directly from the sausage or by the use of barrel gun.

6. PRODUCT WARRANTY

All products proven to be defective in manufacture will be replaced at no charge. Since the use of these products is beyond our control we cannot assume any risk or liability for results obtained, nor can we accept damages in excess of the purchase price of these products.

7. MAINTENANCE

If GARDTEX II is damaged and the joint has not been contaminated, it can be repaired by cutting out that part and resealing it with GARDTEX II.
